In appointing new members for the 25th term of the Science Council of Japan, the Prime
Minister of Japan rejected the appointment of six candidates among 105 candidates without
offering any explanation. Such a decision reduces the free and vigorous research activities of
academic

researchers.

We at Japan Academy of Business Administration consider the rejection of appointment and the
refusal by the Prime Minister to disclose reasons to be a gross infringement on the academic
freedom protected under the Constitution of Japan. The JABA hereby demands the swift
disclosure of the reasons as to why the appointment of six candidates were rejected and,

furthermore, calls for the prompt appointment of the said six candidates.
